· Child centred approach – getting the best out of our competitors, best interest of child 
· Role to play in identifying concerns, acting on concerns – can’t all fall to CSO
· Who is the CSO and how to report to them 

Creating a safer culture in Karting: 
· Appropriate behaviour 
· Can distinguish inappropriate behavior when needed
· Empowering clubs and competitors to share low-level safeguarding concerns
· Unprofessional behaviour is addressed at club level and with MSUK
· Have the confidence to challenge poor practice
